Eligibility Criteria
For all M. Tech. Programmes the basic qualification shall be graduation in
the respective branch stipulated in above Table subject to establishment of
equivalence of the graduation degree with that of the R.T.M. Nagpur
University degree. Only candidates with valid GATE score shall be
considered for admission in the first instance. When enough GATE qualified
candidates in the respective branches are not available, the vacant seats will
be offered to the non GATE candidates, as per merit, based on total marks
secured out of 100 in the Entrance Test and interview as indicated below:

GENERAL

1.

An applicant must attach with his application for admission a
certificate of physical fitness from a registered medical practitioner of
modern medicine.

The annual medical examination by the University Medical Officer is
compulsory. If a student on the roll of the Institute fails to present
himself for medical examination his case will be reported to the
Medical Officer, Rashtrasant Tukadoji Maharaj Nagpur University,
Nagpur, by the Director and the absentee will be liable to ( i) fine,
(i) rustication, (i) expulsion, (iv) disqualification for appearing the
University examination, or as the Director may in his discretion
decide.

A student who is migrating from another University must produce his
degree certificate. He/she will not be permitted to appear at the
University examination unless he/she complies with this. His/her
result shall also be withheld until he/she complies with this clause.

A student who is admitted shall be required to prosecute in each
subject a regular course of study, which means attendance of at
least 75% of lectures delivered and 75% of the practical work in the
laboratories up to the closure of the course failing which the student
shall not be permitted to appear at the examination and will not be
eligible for the receipt of any scholarship/freeship.

The students has to join the physical training classes or participate in
sport, social service activities organized and approved by the
Institute.

Students, who are awarded scholarships, stipends, or free-ships by
the University or the Government, must attend all classes without
fail. If they are unable to attend them on any day, they must send in
an application and obtain permission. Negligence in this respect
may entail forfeiture of the scholarship or free-ship in whole or in
part.

Students will not be permitted to join any other Post-graduate course
or LL.B. course in the same academic year.

Every student should do assigned tutorial and sessional work.
Students are required to keep the Office of the Institute informed of
their address in Nagpur and also of their parents address, if Nagpur
is not their permanent home. Change of address may be duly
communicated to the office, which will not be responsible for the non-
delivery of correspondence on account of non-availability of proper
address.

Students are personally responsible for the apparatus handed over
to them for experiments in the laboratory. Any breakage or damage
due to unavoidable cause or loss must be paid for by the student
concerned. Caution money will be refunded to the student when he
leaves finally after deducting dues, if any, on account of loss or
breakage or damage to Institute property.

Every student must attend the classes immediately after vacation. A
fine of Rs.5/- per day will be charged for being absent after vacation
and will be marked absent. Deficiency in the percentage of
attendance required by the University will not be condoned even on
medical grounds. If a student remains absent continuously for 15
days, his admission is liable to be cancelled.

Request for concession, scholarship, certificate etc. shall be given to
the registration clerk at least five days in advance.

RULES FOR ADMISSION TO L. I. T. BOYS HOSTEL

Application form for admission to the Hostels together with a copy of
the prospectus is available from the Warden’s Office on payment of
Rs.10/- by Cash.

Cash should submit all applications for admission to the Warden
Office together with a non-refundable application fee of Rs.25/
Admitted Girl students can apply for admission to the University
Girls" Hostel, where limited seats are available.

HOSTEL ADMISSION

1.

Hostel session shall commence each year from 1% July & End of 30"
April. A provisional decision as regards admission will be
communicated to the students as early as possible. But admission
will be final until the Committee after interviewing the applicant, is
satisfied that he is a fit person to be admitted to the Hostel. On
admission, payment of fees shall be made within three days.

The caretaker of the Hostel shall not allow any student to occupy a
seat in the Hostel unless the student shows him a letter of authority
of admission issued by the Director.

Adequate seats are available for under graduate students. Full time
Post-Graduate students can be considered for hostel admission
provided seats are available after under-graduate admission are
over.

Any student, who is granted admission to the Hostel is liable for
payment of the following fees in full for the session/term even if he
leaves the Hostel in the middle of the session/term. If for any reason
he leaves the Hostel after admission he shall not be exempted from
payment of any part of the fees.

Admission to the Hostel shall be term wise. The student shall be
admitted to the second term only if approved by the Hostel Advisory
Committee.

Hostel Fees and other details

1.

Fees will be charged as per Rashtrasant Tukadoji Maharaj Nagpur
University, Nagpur rules as applicable to Laxminarayan Institute of
Technology. Unless the fees are paid in full within three days from
the date of admission, the students shall not be allowed to stay in the
hostel and the admission is liable to be cancelled.

In exceptional cases the Warden may, on an application being made
by the student in default, exempt the fine not exceeding Rs.3=00. In
all other cases it shall be referred to the Director, L.I.T. for orders
and his decision shall be final.



3. Students should pay their fees in the Warden's Office. Caution
money will be refunded to the student when he leaves the Hostel
after deducting such amount, if any, as may be payable by him on
account of breakage or damage to Hostel property or other dues.

4. Guest room charges per day per head are Rs. 50/-.

5. Only regular students of the Institute are entitled for the admission to
the Hostel. The students who are discontinued, or who appear, as
private candidates are not entitled for admission to the Hostel.

6. Students residing in the Hostel must vacate and handover the
charge of the rooms within three days from the last date of
completion of the University Examination for which they present
themselves during the session.

7. During short vacations students shall not stay in the Hostel without
the approval of the Director. Individual permission may, however, be
obtained from the Director under special circumstances for stay, but
mess facilities may not be available during the short vacations and
the students will have to make their own arrangements.

8. Every student should pay the Mess Deposit of Rs.1000/- immediately
on admission to the Hostel. This will be adjusted in the Mess bill for
the last month.

9. Every student has to take “Hostel No Dues Certificate” at the end of
the session and submit it to the Director, L.I.T. otherwise their results
would be withheld. No one should change the Mess without prior
permission of the Warden.

10. Rate for the meals in the Hostel will be fixed by the Hostel Advisory
Committee.

11. Admission to the Institute does not necessarily mean admission to
the Hostel.

12. Parents are informed that their wards will not be allowed to take the
semester/annual examination until all dues of the Institute and Hostel
are cleared completely and they must have more than 75%
attendance during the academic session.
